TAMTA Music Festival Guidelines
The TAMTA Music Festival is a non-
competitive audition encouraging 
individual achievement for students of 
all ages.  It is a major fund-raiser for 
TAMTA, helping support TAMTA 
programs and activities.

 Requirements
Students may perform one memorized 
solo (memory optional for adult 
students), one duet (memory optional) 
or submit one original composition.  
Only one entry in each category is 
permitted.  

To perform, all students must have an 
ORIGINAL copy of their music 
(measures numbered) and a Judge’s 
Critique Sheet (top portion completed).

A non-refundable fee of $15.00 is 
required for each entry.

Eligibility
TAMTA members paying dues by the 
July 1, 2008, deadline are eligible to 
enter students in the Festival.  A 
teacher paying dues after the deadline 
may enter students by paying a $25.00 
fine for the year.  The fine should 
accompany the first audition entry 
form. New TAMTA/OMTA/MTNA 
teachers must pay state and national 
dues by Wednesday, October 15, 
2008, entry deadline to be eligible to 
enter students in the Festival.

Student members of TAMTA may enter 
students. 

Students currently in school grades 
K-12 and adult students of any OMTA 
teacher in the Northeast District are 
eligible to enter.

Classifications 	
Piano solo, Piano duet, Composition, 
Flute, Strings solo, Strings duet, Vocal 
solo, Vocal duet

Deadlines
The deadline for submitting entries is 
Wednesday, October 15, 2008.  If you 
mail in the entries, please postmark by 
Monday, October 13, 2008.

Performance Times
Performance time limits are 6 minutes 
for K-8 and 7 minutes for grades 9-12.

A schedule of students’ playing times 
will be mailed to each teacher.  After 
the original scheduling, changes must 
be handled by the teacher within his/
her own studio, if at all possible.  

Computer chairperson, Sherry 
Harrison must receive all scheduling 
changes (even those made within 
studios) from the teacher by Monday, 
November 10,  2008. Students or 
parents of students must not contact 
the chairperson.

Evaluations

All students (vocal included) will be 
evaluated by a judge and will receive a 
critique sheet without an overall rating.

If a student has no music, the judge, if familiar 
with the music, may choose to hear the 
student. Students using photo-copied music 
will not be heard or evaluated.

Awards
A ribbon and critique sheet with be given to all 
students K-8 in each category.  

Students 9th -12th grades and above will 
receive a keychain and critique sheet for all 
categories.
