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Since we have two audition sites this
year, arrangements have been made fo
those string students who also enter in
piano to have both their string and
piano entries judges on March 6 at
Yale Ave. Christian Church. This
courtesy will also be provided to
siblings of string students as well.
However, teachers must let the
computer and scheduling chairmen
know who these students are when
you send in your entry forms.
Students will not be able to just "show
up and play." We must know in
advance in order to have an
adjudication sheet prepared for them.
Please check in advance with your
students(as well as their teacher in the
other medium) to determine if you
have any students who will fall into
this category. While we are excited
about providing this arrangement for
our students and their families, this
issue does present a challenge in
having two audition sites this year.
Please help us prevent confusion or
disappointment with students and
parents.
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With the addition of the Merit

Division last year, students interested
in going to the State Audition now
have two choices.

a) With a qualifying grade of I+, I, or
|-, students in grades KL2 may enter
the audition at State with the same
piece they performed at the District
level. The entry fee is$15.

b) If a student is in Grades 3.2, has a
qualifying grade at District of I+ or |,
and completes the theory test, he/she
may enter the Merit Division at State
with a DIFFERENT piece than the
one performed at District Level. The
entry fee is$15.

Teachers must list both pieces on the
entry form if a student plans to enter
the Merit Division.  The District
Level piece is listed aél) and the
Merit Level piece as(2 on the entry
form.
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Please note that the State
Achievement Audition, May 1516,
2009 will again be held at Oklahoma
City University.
